“MATCH THE GRAPH” LESSON PLAN

Objective:  To explore slope

Class:  Algebra I / ACT preparation

I. Put the following graphs on the board.  Explain that they represent distance vs. time.  Explain that the CBR detects distance in front of it, not side to side.
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II. Ask students how they would walk in front of the CBR to create each graph.  Students should discuss in groups for five minutes.

III. In groups of three, students run DISTMATCH on CBR’s. 

On TI 83 hit [program][ranger][applications][distmatch].

Students try to match graphs by walking in front of CBR’s.  Each student gets  two turns.

IV. Students write a paragraph describing how to create graphs with body movements. (i.e. steepness/rising/falling as relates to time and distance)

V. Extension- velocity match
