FRACTIONS WITH PATTERN BLOCKS

DESCRIPTION:  Do your students have trouble visualizing fractions?  Pattern blocks demonstrate the difference between wholes, halves, thirds, and sixths.  Students will easily see the reasoning behind fraction rules from reducing to finding the least common denominator.

OBJECTIVES: Students learn to reduce fractions, change between mixed and improper fractions, add mixed numbers, and subtract mixed numbers.

GRADE LEVEL:  Middle school to early high school

SUBJECT AREA:  fractions, pre-algebra

CLASS PERIODS REQUIRED:   2 days for inexperienced students, 1 day for a review

MATERIALS NEEDED:  one set of pattern blocks per group – groups of 2-4 students
