MAP IT OUT! PROPORTIONS LESSON PLAN

Description: Students plan their summer vacation destination. They use maps and scale factor to find the distance for the entire trip. Then they use proportions to check their distances.

Objectives:

· To teach proportional reasoning

· To teach map reading skills

· To demonstrate a real-world use of proportions

Lesson Plan:

I. Day 1: Discuss with students where they would like to go on summer vacation. 

II. Have students work in pairs to plan a vacation. The trip must include at least five cities. Students should use the scale to estimate the distances between all the cities and to find the distance for the total trip.

III. Day 2 (or 2nd half of Day 1): Have students set up proportions to solve for the distances between the cities. 

IV. Each group should present their trip and the proportions that they solved. Students in the audience should solve the proportions that the groups are presenting. Presenters can check answers and give feedback to other students.
