GEOMETER’S SKETCHPAD QUICK REFERENCE
OPTION

      -     under Display  -  line style  -  set to thin line

· under Display - text style -  set to 10

· under Display - text font  -  set to Arial
· under Display - label options  -  Increasing part of label should be A, By Alphabet,  Autoshow labels for new objects     should be checked
· under Display -  preferences  -  select cm, degrees, precision tenths, and Autoshow Labels for points     should be checked

MEASURING 

You can measure many different quantities with Sketchpad.  *Sketchpad will update measurements automatically as you “drag” points and objects. 

     Angles -

· Grab the arrow button on the tool bar in order to select, measure, and move objects.

· Select(highlight) the three points of the angle you want to measure.  Click on the 1st point then hold down the shift key to highlight the other two points. *Make sure the vertex is the 2nd point selected!  

· Go to Measure  -  angle.   Click on and drag the measure into the angle.

    Segments -

      To measure the distance between two points.

· Grab the arrow button on the tool bar.

· Select(highlight) both points.  You must hold down the shift key to highlight both points.
· Go to Measure  -  distance.  Click on and drag measure to segment.
To measure the length of a segment.

· grab the arrow button on the tool bar.

· Click on segment to measure.

· Go to Measure  -  length.  Click on and drag the measure to the segment.
CALCULATING

·  Go to Measure  -  calculator  to add up measures of angles or segments.  

· Click on the measure of the angle or segment,  press the + , click on the measure of the other angle or segment, then press OK to get the final sum.  The sum should appear on the screen.  Drag it to the angle or segment.  

FINISHED?

· Grab the text button on the tool bar (‘hand’ button).

· This is used to write your name, class hour, and any other answers you want to put on the picture.

· Go to File  -  print preview .    Choose scale to fit page.  Click on the print button.  (Not the OK button!!)
