PLOTTING POINTS WITH THE TI 83

Description: Your students will love plotting their own picture on the TI 83 as they learn about coordinates on the Cartesian Coordinate system.

Lesson Plan: Ask students if they know of any real world uses for coordinates. Discuss. (Examples: latitude, longitude, astronomy, navigation, maps, air traffic control, video games and animation)

Have students plot their own picture on the TI 83 as specified in the worksheet. Expect students to automatically go back and fix their mistakes to get the picture to turn out right. Emphasize that the outline of the picture is the most important part.

Extension: Have students explore rudimentary animation by adding 5 to the x coordinates and 2 to the y coordinates (See worksheet).

Objectives:

· To plot points on the Cartesian coordinate system

· To understand real-world uses of coordinates

· To improve facility with technology
